Dear Parents and Carers, 

 

I wanted to write and let you know about the details for the Perlethorpe trip on Wednesday 10th 

December. 

 

Arrive at school – 8.30am as the bus is leaving school at 8.45am. 

 

A packed lunch will be required, if you require one to be provided by school please let Mrs Al-

Khamiri, Mrs Yeaman or Mrs Tanner by Friday 28th November. Please ensure any packed lunches 

follow school rules - no nuts are allowed as we have children with allergies. 

 

Return to school – 3.15-3.30pm we will be in contact with the school office who will let you know if 

we are delayed. 

 

Clothing – the children will need warm clothes as they will be outside for part of the day – hat and 

gloves are encouraged. It will be sensible for the children to wear their wellies. This does not need to 

include school uniform as we want to ensure they do not get cold or wet.  

 

Just a reminder: 

Pre-school and Reception have a fun-filled Christmas Story day planned. They will walk the route of 

the Christmas Story through the woods and reenact the characters along the way. Then a Christmas 

craft afternoon, creating items related to Christmas using natural materials. 

 

Year 1 and Year 2 will be continuing their History topic by having a Victorian School Day. They will 

dress up in Victorian clothes and learn in a reconstructed Victorian classroom, using slate boards and 

ink pens. During the afternoon, the children will explore the estate by studying Victorian buildings, 

including the church and even searching for Victorian era headstones.
